Scientific or engineering symbols or acronyms should not be included inside the summary. Font size should be 11 pt. The total number of words should be less than 300.

Color figures and photos are acceptable. Captions should be placed under the figures and the photos, and above the tables. Font size for the caption should be 10.5 pt.  Figure captions should be centered and table captions should be justified.
